On October 4th I started teaching Survey of Major and Minor prophets at the Word of God Bible School in Kiev, Ukraine.  
The twelve students range in age from about 20 to the late 30’s.  They are all engaged and eager to learn.  A difference 
this year is that fewer of them come with doctrinal biases so there is no arguing – just good questions and discussion.  
We have had most of them to our apartment so have got to know them personally.  They have very interesting testimo-
nies.  Some out of drugs, others from a religious background and others from believing that there is no God.  Several 
told of grandparents or great-grandparents that prayed for them and told them about the love of Christ.  One young man 
said that his great-grandmother, whom he had never met, came from Russia after the fall of the Soviet Union, specifical-
ly to tell his parents and their children about Jesus Christ.  Several family members became believers.  Now he wants to 
understand the Bible better so that he can have a more effective ministry in his home town.

Pray that the students who are not study oriented will not get discouraged—learning is very easy for some and others 
work very hard just to get a passing grade (The students are required to take 2 years of Greek & Hebrew).

Perspective on the 2011 Bible College Class by Lloyd Meyers 

Changing Times by Jim Myers and Dick Mills 

This is going to be a year of transition for James F. Myers Ministries. We know that the economy in many countries is in 
bad shape, with a few in Europe on the brink of economic collapse and with high unemployment and economic uncer-
tainty in America. Many people and many churches are hurting financially. As the apostle Paul said in 1 Corinthians 
12:26,―And if one member suffers, all the members suffer with it; or if one member is honored, all the members rejoice 
with it.” Obviously, this has an effect on our ministry as well.  
 
Consequently we must make cuts in the operation in Ukraine and let a number of people go. It grieves us deeply to do 
so, but it must be done. We will keep all staff until the first of the year to give them time to transition into other things , 
find other work, and in some cases move to other cities. It is our plan to keep people as our budget allows, but we must 
make several cuts. Please be in prayer for those whom we must let go. This will surely be very difficult for them and their 
families. If our income continues to decline we will need to make additional adjustments. This situation will necessitate 
changes in the way we have been doing things in ministry here, but the Lord’s grace is sufficient and we rely on His 
faithfulness. And so long as the Lord supplies we will carry on here.   As regards the IRS compliance review which we 
underwent this past summer, we still haven’t gotten a report from the agent who said we would get a letter in October.  
So we continue to pray that this will turn out well for us. 
 
James F. Myers Ministries, Inc. ended our Fiscal Year May 31, 2011, with a small surplus.  However, as with most areas 
of the economy in America, I am sure everyone in our support group has had to do a little tightening, and we have seen 
a drop in contributions.  We have customarily operated with a two months reserve, which allows us to make longer term 
plans for such things as the Zambia Conference each spring and the Brazil Conference earlier in the year; but during 
this new fiscal year starting June 1, 2011, we have had a couple of months where receipts were below operating ex-
penses, and we are operating currently on less than a full month’s reserves.   However, we continue to be thankful for 
the Lord’s grace provision in supplying the funds for the Word of God Bible College, the Word of God Bible Church, the 
conferences each year, and other areas of the Ministry.  We will continue to trust in His infinite Wisdom and provision, 
and will be prepared to take  appropriate budgetary measures should the need arise.   
 
After funding all operations for October, 2011, and accounting for current liabilities for annual salary and living expenses 
for Jim and Phyllis Myers through the end of the calendar year, our Cash on Hand is $8,927.40.  Receipts for Septem-
ber were $10,690.36, which is below our budgeted income.  Of course, the IRS Compliance Review this summer took a 
big bite out of our reserves and we still do not know if there is any contingent liability pending because they have not 
issued a final report.  Expenses and accountant’s fees amounted to well over $6,000, and at the end of the ―review,‖ the 
agent’s only comment was that ―things look pretty much OK.‖  
 
Thanks go out to all of you who were faithful in prayers and support during this stressful time.  We will issue a full report 
of results once the IRS has conducted their ―Exit Interview‖ and issued their final letter.   So far, we have had no indica-
tion that they wish to examine additional years, and that is good news.  Thank you for all your prayers and encourage-
ment!

Jim & Oleg Lozinsky Discussing Ministry Concerns 



The church is flourishing as the people grow in the grace and in the knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.  
There is growing excitement about ministry and teaching and evangelism.  
 
The young adults were out in the parks during the summer doing evangelism. They borrowed a set of 20 reproductions 
of masterpiece paintings that depict various aspects of the life of Christ – His birth, ministry, death on the cross, resurrec-
tion, ascension, and even the future second advent and the  Great White Throne Judgment.  When people stop to look, 
someone from the church group will give them information about the painting and then use this as a basis for explaining 
the gospel. In some instances a ―guide‖ would walk them along the row of paintings and explain each one. Others in our 
group were standing by with gospel tracts.  As they came back to church to tell of their experiences and conversations 
with people in the parks it had a real impact on the congregation, and more people want to get involved. Several have 
said they would like to do it but are afraid that people might ask them questions which they might not be able to answer. 
They are requesting training in how to do evangelism, so the church is planning to start classes in evangelism.  
 
The church has semi-annual meetings for ministry leaders, to evaluate current ministries, discuss strategies to improve 
them, make plans for the coming year and talk about new avenues for ministry.  In fact, two people have come forward 
volunteering to start new ministries. One of the most exciting things about the meeting was to discover that more than a 
third of the church members are involved in some kind of ministry: teaching, evangelism, music, calling on the sick and 
shut-ins, setting up and running the sound system, interpreting and other things. 

 
The Sunday School teachers are excited about  new curriculum which they began to teach this fall. Lilya Samitova, a 
graduate of Word of God College, is writing a curriculum for the older children to teach them about church and how they 
can participate. The lessons include instructions about the importance of the church and the part it should play in the life 
of the believer, respect for the authority of the leadership, the use of spiritual gifts for teaching and serving, worship, 
communion, baptism, giving, and how they can serve the church. Phyllis is working on new pre-school lessons, laying a 
foundation of knowing God  starting with creation. 

Word of God Church Report

In addition to the regular teaching at Word of God Church, I also taught 4 courses at Word of God College. In between 
those modules I taught two courses for the International Bible Believer’s Seminary, one in Lugansk in far eastern 
Ukraine, and the other in Kharkiv several hours east of Kiev.  
  
The Lord also provided for me to be able to continue teaching conferences in both Zambia and Brazil. On my way to Bra-
zil I stopped off in Houston to attend the Chafer Theological Seminary annual pastors’ conference where I was privileged 
to read a paper discussing the differences in the sanctification models between Reformed and Chaferian theology. 
 
The trip to Brazil was a great pleasure. I taught 3 different conferences in 3 different cities over a span of two weeks. The 
interest in this kind of doctrinal teaching is growing in the churches, and they have asked me if I can come for three 
weeks next year because more churches want to host Bible conferences.  This kind of response is so gratifying. 
 
In Zambia, again I taught two conferences, one in the capital city of Lusaka and the other in Livingstone, the city named 
after the great missionary, David Livingstone.  These conferences are so exciting as we see hundreds of pastors coming 
for five hours of Bible teaching each day. Some of these pastors are really becoming serious about studying the Bible 
and teaching it to their people. Several of them are now listening to audio lessons of pastors  from the US. I do believe 
the Word of God is having an impact in that nation. It is one of the few African nations not being plagued by Islam. It is a 
growing presence there, to be sure, but the influence of Christianity is much stronger at this time. I count it a privilege to 
teach the Word in that place. 

Ministries on the Road this Past Year by Jim Myers 

Ever since we moved to Ukraine in 1996 we have been blessed with outstanding 
interpreters. In the very first course I taught here I met Margaret Nechayeva, and she 
has worked with us ever since. She is a real treasure. Many people who are fluent in 
both Russian and English have asked where we found such a marvelous interpreter. 
Margaret has a wonderful ability to not only communicate the meaning of what is 
said, but also the nuances, and then she converts it into the most elegant Russian. 
All of the men who have come to teach at our Bible College can attest to her linguis-
tic skills. She is  also a sharp-eyed proof reader and has assisted us in all of the 
books and doctrinal studies which  we have had translated into Russian.  Margaret is 
a pensioner, now in her 70s. It was necessary to replace her as our lead interpreter 
at the college because of her health and not being able to endure 4-5 hours of trans-
lation every day. She does continue to interpret for us at Word of God Church, how-
ever. She is one of the most caring and generous people we have ever known, and 
she has been a tremendous blessing.

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The college has gotten off to a great start this year with nine new students in addition to two students that are continuing 
from last year. We also have two men who are auditing classes.  They are a good group with many diverse back-
grounds.  We have students from Ukraine, Russia, Uzbekistan, Iran, and even from America.  We truly have an interna-
tional class!  

In the past nine years of the existence of Word of God College we have had 43 students who have finished the courses. 
Of these graduates, 27 are involved in some kind of ministry. Several of them work in our own Bible college.  Nine of 
them are pastors or assistant pastors. One is a foreign missionary working in Turkey. Three of them are working with 
youth ministries and others are teaching Bible classes in churches or home groups. One is a supervisor at a Christian 
University in another city. Another is teaching Greek.  Statistics can be dry numbers, but not these numbers because 
they represent people who have studied with us and who have gone out to do ministry. We are preparing people to have 
significant ministries.  Please continue to pray for our college of ministry and for spiritual fruit to continue to grow in the 
lives of these students.  Our desire is to make disciples who will bear much fruit, and bear fruit in the lives of others 
whom they will be ministering to.
